of complications with pneumonia. We will
miss her dearly, but Brigitte and Erwin
Wetjen most of all. They were her lifeline,
taking her shopping, to the doctor, the
hospital, emergency, and so on.

At her Memorial Service at Sunnyside
Village, the adjective that best described
Erika by all who remembered her so fondly
that day was ‘vivacious’ and she never
passed up a chance for a good time.

Here is another glimpse into her life:

Erika Paschek and her husband Kurt were born im@&ey while the country was still suffering from the
aftermath of World War |. Then as young adults thesd through the Nazi era and the horrors of Worl
War Il. Erika was sick of war and afraid there wbbke another one. She felt there was no futurédor
family in Germany and dreamed of going to Ameritaeemed impossible, though, because immigrants
to the U.S. had to be sponsored by a U.S. citizen.

The Pascheks got their chance when Erika’s beshdrimoved to New York City and begged the
Pascheks to join them. She even arranged for esepaso in 1951, Erika, Kurt and 10-year-old Jakeda
for the “promised land”.

The family settled in the German community of Ydlkevon Manhattan Island. By 1955 Erika’'s whole
family had come to America. After twelve years iewW York, the Pascheks moved to Oakland, New
Jersey where Erika found work as an insurance sigoerfor Mercedes Benz. She remained there until
she retired.

They loved Florida and enjoyed many summer vacat@nLido Beach. In 1977 they moved to Sarasota
permanently. They joined two German-American clabd had an active social life. They loved to dance
and travel. Their most memorable trip was a 50tkdiry gift from their son, Joe, to England on the

Concord and back on the Q.E. II. A year after Kudgath in 2005, Erika moved into Royal Palm Garden
at Sunnyside in April of 2006.

History of the Jack-o’lantern

Pumpkin carving is a popular part of modern Amesi¢¢alloween celebration. Come October, pumpkins
can be found everywhere in the country from dopiste dinner tables. Despite the widespread carving
that goes on in this country every autumn, few Agaars really know why or when the jack-o'lantern
tradition began. Or, for that matter, whether thenpkin is a fruit or a vegetable. Read on to find o

People have been making jack-o'lanterns at Hallovieecenturies. The practice originated from ashir
myth about a man nicknamed "Stingy Jack." Accordmthe story, Stingy Jack invited the Devil to Bav
a drink with him. True to his name, Stingy Jackndidvant to pay for his drink, so he convinced Erevil

to turn himself into a coin that Jack could uséty their drinks. Once the Devil did so, Jack deditb
keep the money and put it into his pocket next sdwver cross, which prevented the Devil from chagg
back into his original form. Jack eventually frabd Devil, under the condition that he would notheo
Jack for one year and that, should Jack die, hédaat claim his soul. The next year, Jack agaokéd
the Devil into climbing into a tree to pick a piegkfruit. While he was up in the tree, Jack careesign
of the cross into the tree's bark so that the Dmild not come down until the Devil promised Jaokto
bother him for ten more years.

Soon after, Jack died. As the legend goes, Godduoet allow such an unsavory figure
into heaven. The Devil, upset by the trick Jack pged on him and keeping his word
not to claim his soul, would not allow Jack intdlhEle sent Jack off into the dark night
with only a burning coal to light his way. Jack plé coal into a carved-out turnip and
has been roaming the Earth with ever since. Tkl lsegan to refer to this ghostly figurg|
as "Jack of the Lantern," and then, simply "Jadlantern”.

In Ireland and Scotland, people began to make tveir versions of Jack's lanterns by carving scacgs
into turnips or potatoes and placing them into wind or near doors to frighten away Stingy Jack and
other wandering evil spirits. In England, large tsesre used. Immigrants from these countries briough
the jack o'lantern tradition with them when theymeato the United States. They soon found that
pumpkins, a fruit native to America, make perfectq-o'lanterns.
